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Appendix A: Incised Stone Chronology: Distribution Frequency Data

My methods for comparing incised stones across five sites started with placing all of
the date ranges that the incised stones appeared into a list. Then | found the mean value for
each date range, so that all dates had a single entry. Next, | found how many incised stones fit
into my mean date range. Then | decided to use 500 year increments as a round number that
is easy to work with as the base for my time scale. Next, | data entered my dates into Excel
into one column, with the incised stone counts into another. Then | data entered my 500 year

increment timeline into a third column.

What came next was a table that summarized classes of artefacts such as projectile
points and all of their subclass designation into a single quantity. | then placed these into
individual columns in order to have access to many different graphs. During this process |
choose to ignore surface finds as they are the most uncontrolled samples. From the Ruby
Cave artefact catalogue, and the distribution tables in the published monographs | data
entered the totals of artefacts such as ground stone, bifaces, or projectile point by level by

site. With this | made a pivot table which eventually led to making the graphs.

When | reported the minimum number of individuals of animals in Ruby Cave, the
mountain sheep data was lumped together between levels. | had no way of separating the
amount, but for the purpose of making a table | decided to split the number of animals that
were lumped in half. In this way | reported half in one level and the other half in the other
level. | decided to round down any decimal numbers. In the spreadsheet the categories ‘small
mammals’ consists of sum of rabbits, hares, skunks, and marmots, while the ‘large mammals’

consists of bighorn mountain sheep, pronghorn antelope, deer, and bison.

The design grammars through a chronology at Gatecliff Shelter displays that the Bisect
design is the oldest (3080 BC: Horizon 14) to appear in the archaeology. As was discussed in
Chapter 7, this incised stone does not have any associated artefacts within 1.5 meters, but in
the wider context of Horizon 14 the incised stone sets amongst the activities of animal

butchery and hide processing.

The next design to appear is Banded (3,000 — 2,500 BC), and then Cross-Hatch and
Non- Classified appear in the archaeology (2,500 1,500 BC BC). By 1,500 to 1,000 BC all of the
design grammars are being made at the site. The time period from 1,500 BC to 500 AD
correspond to Horizon 6 — 4. As discussed in Chapter 6, the contextualised climate of the area
was in a flux as the Neo-Glacial Drought occurred which caused most of the central Great Basin
to be deserted (see Chapter 4 and 6). The design grammars predictably parallel the artefact

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Appendix F: Contextual Associations: Spatial Maps

These spatial maps are put together through a combination of the printed monograph,
and the original field notes. The field notes for Camels Back Cave, Hogup Cave, and Swallow
Shelter were gathered my research in October 2012 at the Utah Museum of Natural History in
Salt Lake City Utah. Over the course of a week | scanned over 2,000 pages of original field
notes, drawings, maps, and photographs. In the museum | also found an annotated copy of
the monograph’s that had the Field sample number written next to the picture. The materials
for Ruby Cave are housed in two places: University of California, Davis, and The Elko County
Forest Service in Elko, Nevada. Most of the materials for Ruby Cave | collected while an intern
in the anthropology museum at the University of California, Davis. At the forest service office |
found a Manuscript written by Martin Baumhoff that | had not found at the University of
California, Davis. | had planned a research trip to examine the Gatecliff Shelter incised stones

at the American Museum of Natural History in New York City, but was unable to take this trip.

After collecting the data together it took seven months of pouring over the notes of
these sites, and creating the maps that have been used for the contextual spatial analysis.
Making the maps was all done on Adobe lllustrator. |searched for a premade symbols palette
for archaeology, but | was not able to find any. | decided that | would make my own symbols.
[llustrator has a few examples of symbols available for anyone to use. The feather symbol
came from one of these free examples. The feather is the only artefact symbol | did not make.
| did not know what spatial information may be important to the context of incised stones. For

this reason | made maps for every cultural level whether it had incised stones or not.

Some of the cave’s and rock shelter’s strata are sequentially numbered from youngest
to oldest, while others are numbered oldest to youngest. | overcame these differences in
reporting by using Excels sort option. | selected the site artefacts along with the level in which
they are reported and sorted all of the levels. In other words, the site chronologies are
correlated from the upper most level which would be near the surface to the lowest level.
Surface finds from all of the sites were omitted as these may be the most disturbed by direct
contact of contemporary people and therefore | deemed them uncontrolled samples. Ruby
Cave was excavated by arbitrary six inch levels. In the original catalogue the levels were
reported by these increments not by a particular stratigraphic level (see Chapter 5). To make
the data more uniformed | renumbered them as Levels 1 (surface) through 6 (bottom).
